- Prismacolor Ebony pencil

- Charcoal

+ Vine sticks

- Kneaded eraser - large - one minimum

- Container to hold drawing materials

Optional, in recommended order:

- Newsprint pad, 18 x 24 in. - for gesture drawing only

- White Charcoal sticks and/or pencils

- Toned drawing paper sheets or pad (blue, tan, cream, etc.)

- Variety graphite drawing pencils from 6H to 4B

- Conté - pencils or sticks - black or red + white

Nice to have:

- Sketchbook for notes

- Folder for handouts

- Quality handheld pencil sharpener
