e Kneaded eraser - large - one minimum
® Prismacolor Ebony pencil
e Charcoal
e Vine sticks
e Compressed pencils and/or sticks
Container to hold drawing materials

Portfolio or folded cardboard to transport paper and drawings

Optional, in recommended order:
e White Charcoal sticks and/or pencils
e Toned drawing paper sheets or pad (blue, tan, cream, etc.)
e Larger sizes of quality drawing paper such as 22 x 30 in., 24 x 36 in.
e conté - pencils or sticks - black and/or red + white

Nice to have:
e Sketchbook for notes and thumbnails
e LlLarge bulldog clips and/or spring clamps to hold larger paper
e Blue painter’s tape to temporarily affix paper to drawing boards
