Watercolor Brushes — #2 Round and a small Mop (preferably Natural Sable but synthetic will be
fine)

4. 1 small pad (12 - 15 sheets) of Mixed Media paper. 9”x12” or 11”x14” (or close to those
dimensions). A little on the thicker more durable side.

5. Small watercolor palette (get a cheapo) should be less than $3.00
